
 Boxing Card Check-list 
  

 

Requirements before you decide to host a boxing card.  

 

1. Are you a club in good standing (i.e. paid annual club registration fee)  

2. Have you attended 2 provincial events and the last AGM. If not, you will not be 

approved for a Sanction.  

 

 Sanction sent to Director of Competitions 30 days in advance 

 Sanction fees paid to the Director of Finance 

 Advertisements include Boxing Alberta logo.  

 Club cards will be limited to 16 bouts, unless approved by the head official 
 Suitable location to host the event. (e.g. Occupancy permit, fire regulations)  

 Doctor arranged for weigh-ins and event. Your Dr. may consider calling the Medical Director for 
guidance.   

 Scales (Boxing Alberta will provide scales for provincial competitions) 

 Regulation ring and all amenities. (See attached Field of Play) 

 Timing clock & bell 

 Approved competition gloves (12 oz. for over 69 kg). Gloves will be provided at provincial events. 
 Arranged for timekeeper, recorder, glover & announcer 

 Separate dressing room for officials 

 Dressing rooms for competitors 
 Water at each of the judging tables 

 Pre-bout medical forms for male and female athletes 

 Provided Head official with $250.00 for club cards and $500.00 for Pro/Ams. At designated 
provincial events officials are compensated by Boxing Alberta. 

 Bout schedule includes, name, weight & category (i.e. Junior A, B, C, Youth, Elite, Female) 

 All boxers and coaches are registered with boxing Alberta  

 All boxers are at the agreed upon weight or category is it is a provincial tournament 

 If required, all boxers have pre-registered – This is recommended for tournaments 

 

***Note: No one under the influence of alcohol is permitted in the Field of Play (FoP). This includes the 

glover who may be outside the FoP.  
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
